I am contacting you because | understand that each state association can modify the
National Federation of State High School Associations” (NFHS) rules for field hockey if
the modification makes the game safer than the national rules.

Games being played by high school athletes under the 2009 Rules of Hockey are much
safer than NFHS rules due to the “self pass” option on free hits, long hits, side-ins, 16-
yard hits, and the center pass.

The number of times a hit rises dangerously has been reduced to near zero with the
availability of the self pass option. Safety is also increased when the attack is required to
enter the circle indirectly — with a pass or by trying to dribble into the circle — whenever
the attack gets a free hit, long hit or side-in when within the attacking 25-yard area of the
field.

Please help make field hockey safer by adopting the following modification to the NFHS
field hockey rules for the 2009-10 field hockey season:

“The self pass shall be an option on all free hits, long hits, side-ins, 16-yard hits,
and center passes. As is the case now, on 16-yard hits and center passes, and on
free hits and side-ins that are awarded outside the attacking 25-yard area,
opponents of the team restarting play must be 7 yards away. However, on long
hits, free hits and side-ins that are awarded to the attack within the attacking 25-
yard area, opponents and teammates of the team restarting play must be 7 yards
away. In addition, the team restarting play may not play the ball into the circle
unless they have amassed a dribbling total of 5 yards from the starting point of
the restart or the ball has been touched by either a teammate or an opponent
prior to entering the circle.”
